2.01  “Purchaser” shall mean BSES Rajdhani Power Limited, on whose behalf this bid enquiry 

is issued by its authorized representative / officers. 
 
2.02  “Bidder” shall mean the firm who quotes against this bid enquiry issued by the 

Purchaser. “Supplier” or “Supplier” shall mean the successful Bidder and/or Bidders 
whose bid has been accepted by the Purchaser and on whom the “Letter of Acceptance” 
is placed by the Purchaser and shall include his heirs, legal representatives, successors 
and permitted assigns wherever the context so admits. 

 
2.03  “Supply” shall mean the Scope of Contract as described.  
  
2.04  “Specification” shall mean collectively all the terms and stipulations contained in those 

portions of this bid document known as RFQ, Commercial Terms & Condition, 
Instructions to Bidders, Technical Specifications and the Amendments, Revisions, 
Deletions or Additions, as may be made by the Purchaser from time to time.  

 
2.05  “Letter of Acceptance” shall mean the official notice issued by the Purchaser notifying 

the Supplier that his proposal has been accepted and it shall include amendments 
thereto, if any, issued by the Purchaser. The “Letter of Acceptance” issued by the 
Purchaser shall be binding on the “Supplier” The date of Letter of Acceptance shall be 
taken as the effective date of the commencement of contract.  

 
2.06  “Month” shall mean the calendar month and “Day” shall mean the calendar day. 
 
2.07  “Codes and Standards” shall mean all the applicable codes and standards as indicated 

in the Specification. 
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2.08 “Offer Sheet” shall mean Bidder's firm offer submitted to BRPL in accordance with the 
specification. 

 
2.09  “Contract” shall mean the “Letter of Acceptance/Purchase Order” issued by the 

Purchaser.  
 
2.10  “Contract Price” shall mean the price referred to in the “Letter of Acceptance/Purchase 

Order”. 
 
2.11  “Contract Period” shall mean the period during which the “Contract” shall be executed as 

agreed between the Supplier and the Purchaser in the Contract inclusive of extended 
contract period for reason beyond the control of the Supplier and/or Purchaser due to 
force majeure. 

 
2.12  “Acceptance” shall mean and deemed to include one or more of the following as will be 

stipulated in the specification: 
a) The written acceptance of material by the inspector at suppliers works to ship the 

materials.  
b) Acceptance of material at Purchaser site stores after its receipt and due inspection/ 

testing and release of material acceptance voucher.  
c) Where the scope of the contract includes supplying, acceptance shall mean issue of 

necessary equipment / material takeover receipt after installation & commissioning 
and final acceptance.  

 
3.0  CONTRACT DOCUMENTS & PRIORITY 
 
3.01  Contract Documents: The terms and conditions of the contract shall consist solely of 

these RFQ conditions and the offer sheet. 
 
4.0 SCOPE OF SUPPLY -GENERAL 

 
4.01  The “Scope of Supply” shall be on the basis of Bidder’s responsibility, completely 

covering the obligations, responsibility and supplies provided in this Bid enquiry whether 
implicit or explicit. 

4.02  Bidder shall have to quote for the Bill of quantities as listed elsewhere.  
4.03 All relevant drawings, data and instruction manuals. 

 
5.0 QUALITY ASSURANCE AND INSPECTION 
  
5.01 Immediately on award of contract, the bidder shall prepare detailed quality assurance 

plan/test procedure identifying the various stages of manufacture, quality checks 
performed at each stage, raw material inspection and the Customer hold points. The 
document shall also furnish details of method of checking, inspection and acceptance 
standards / values and get the approval of Purchaser before proceeding with 
manufacturing. However, Purchaser shall have right to review the inspection reports, 
quality checks and results of suppliers in house inspection department which are not 
Customer hold points and the supplier shall comply with the remarks made by purchaser 
or his representative on such reviews with regards to further testing, rectification or 
rejection, etc. In case of standard items, BRPL shall forward the standard QAP which is 
to be followed by vendor during manufacturing. 
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5.02  Witness and Hold points are critical steps in manufacturing, inspection and testing where 
the supplier is obliged to notify the Purchaser in advance so that it may be witnessed by 
the Purchaser. Final inspection is a mandatory hold point. The supplier to proceed with 
the work past a hold point only after clearance by purchaser or a witness waiver letter 
from BRPL. 

5.03  The performance of waiver of QA activity by Purchaser at any stage of manufacturing 
does not relieve the supplier of any obligation to perform in accordance with and meet all 
the requirements of the procurement documents and also all the codes & reference 
documents mentioned in the procurement document nor shall it preclude subsequent 
rejection by the purchaser.   

5.04 On completion of manufacturing the items can only be dispatched after receipt of 
dispatch instructions issued by the Purchaser. 

5.05  All in-house testing and inspection shall be done with out any extra cost. The in-house 
inspection shall be carried out in presence of BSES/BSES authorized third party 
inspection agency. Cost of Futile/abortive visit(s) shall be debited from the invoices 

5.06 Purchaser reserves the right to send any material being supplied to any recognized 
laboratory for testing, wherever necessary and the cost of testing shall be borne by the 
Bidder. In case the material is found not in order with the technical requirement / 
specification, the charges along with any other penalty which may be levied is to be 
borne by the bidder. To avoid any complaint the supplier is advised to send his 
representative to the stores to see that the material sent for testing is being sealed in the 
presence of bidder’s representative. 

     
6.0  PACKING, PACKING LIST & MARKING 
6.01 Packing: Supplier shall pack or shall cause to be packed all Commodities in 

crates/boxes/drums/containers/cartons and otherwise in such a manner as shall be 
reasonably suitable for shipment by road or rail to BRPL, Delhi/New Delhi stores/site 
without undue risk of damage in transit. 

6.02  Packing List: The contents of each package shall be itemized on a detailed list showing 
the exact weight, extreme outside dimensions (length, width & weight) of each 
container/box/drum/carton, Item SAP Code, PO No & date. One copy of the packing list 
shall be enclosed in each package delivered. 

 
7.01  PRICE BASIS FOR SUPPLY OF MATERIALS 
 a) Bidder to quote their prices on Landed Cost Basis and separate price for each item. 
 FIRM prices for supply to BRPL Delhi/New Delhi stores inclusive of packing, forwarding, 

loading at manufacturer’s premises, payment of GST. 
 b) The above supply prices shall also include unloading at BRPL Delhi/New Delhi 

stores/site. 
 c) Transit insurance will be arranged by Purchaser; however bidder to furnish required 

details in advance for arranging the same by Purchaser 
 
8.0 TERMS OF PAYMENT AND BILLING

satisfactory installation, acceptance by BRPL and on submission of Bank Guarantee, 
bills duly certified by Engineer-In-Charge i.e., Head IT.

9.0 PRICE VALIDITY

suppliers/contractors, the prices shall remain valid and firm till contract completion.   

10.0 PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE 

10.01  Bank guarantee shall be drawn in favour of “BSES Rajdhani Power Ltd” as applicable. 
The performance Bank guarantee shall be in the format as specified by BRPL. 

10.02  Contractor shall submit the performance bank guarantee equivalent to the 10% of the 
contract value at the time of claiming the last payment as per clause no. 8.0 (Terms of 
payment and billing – SUPPLY & INSTALLATION), with the validity of the bank 
guarantee till Defect Liability Period  plus 3 months. 

11.0 FORFEITURE 
 
11.01  Each Performance Bond established under Clause 10.0 shall contain a statement that it 

shall be automatically and unconditionally forfeited without recourse and payable against 
the presentation by BRPL of this Performance Bond, to the relevant bank referred to 
above, together with a simple statement that supplier has failed to comply with any term 
or condition set forth in the Contract.  

11.02  Each Performance BG established under will be automatically and unconditionally 
forfeited without recourse if BRPL in its sole discretion determines that supplier has 
failed to comply with any term or condition set forth in the contract. 
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12.0 RELEASE 
 

All Performance Bonds will be released without interest within seven (7) days from the 
last date up to which the Performance Bond has to be kept valid (as defined in Clause 
10.0) except for the case set forth in Clause 21.0. 

 
13.0 WARRANTY/DEFECTS LIABILITY PERIOD 
 
13.01  The bidder to guarantee the materials / items supplied against any defect of failure, 

which arise due to faulty materials, workmanship or design for the entire defects liability 
period. The Defect liability period shall be 1 (One) Year onsite Warranty from the date of 
successful implementation. 

 
4.1. Bidder shall provide comprehensive on-site warranty for trouble free operation of 
hardware for a minimum period of one year after commissioning and successful testing 
and taking over.

4.2. Bidder shall provide periodic preventive maintenance during the warranty including 
cleaning or periodic inspection. The detailed scope of services/preventive maintenance 
schedule recommended shall be furnished by the vendor/ bidder and shall be finalized 
in consultation with BSE 
 
 
All Hardware/Software supplied should cover comprehensive on-site warranty for 1 
years from the date of completion of the project installation. This includes updating the 
latest patches of software, re-configuration, redeployment of application (if required), 
providing latest version (software subscription) of the software/license etc. Definition 
update / patch update, upgrade would be done by vendor immediately for critical 
updates or on monthly basis for normal updates/upgrades.  
 
The vendor shall be fully responsible for the warranty of all equipment’s, accessories, 
spare parts etc. against any defects arising from design, material, manufacturing, 
workmanship or any act or omission of the manufacturer and/or vendor any defect that 
may develop under normal use of supplied equipment during warranty period.  
 
Warranty should not become void if the purchaser buys any other supplemental 
hardware from third party and install it with/in these machines. However, the warranty 
will not apply to such hardware items installed.   
 Warranty should cover the following:-  
 

 Service support should be available on 24 x 7 x 365 basis.  
 The equipment should be attended within 1 hours of receipt of complaint;

complaint. In case problems persist, part / equipment should be replaced within 
4 hours of receiving complaint, so that normal job of BRPL may not hamper.  

 Warranty would cover updates/maintenance patches/bug fixes (available from 
the original software vendor) for system software & firmware patches/bug fixes, 
if any, for hardware.  

 The vendor should provide on-site preventive maintenance on regular interval 
i.e. quarterly. Pro-active product health status check-up (on-site) and 
submission of report quarterly.  

 The vendor will obtain written acknowledgement from purchaser after 
completion of warranty period for successful sign off of warranty period.  

 In case of repetitive hardware failure (two or three times in a quarter) it shall be 
replaced by equivalent or higher model new equipment by vendor, at no extra 
cost to BRPL.  

 Free of cost version upgrade/customization will be done by bidder whenever 
new version is released.

BRPL may in its discretion elect to return defective Commodities to 
Supplier for replacement, free of charge to BRPL, or may reject such Commodities and 
purchase the same or similar Commodities from any third party. In the latter case BRPL 
shall furnish proof to Supplier of the cost of such substitute purchase. In either case, all 
costs of any replacement, substitution, shipping, labour and other related expenses 
incurred in connection with the return and replacement or for the substitute purchase of 
a Commodity hereunder should be for the account of Supplier. BRPL may set off such 
costs against any amounts payable by BRPL to Supplier. Supplier shall reimburse BRPL 
for the amount, if any, by which the price of a substitute Commodity exceeds the price 
for such Commodity as quoted in the Bid. 

15.0      EFFECTIVE DATE OF COMMENCEMENT OF CONTRACT: 
 
15.01  The date of the issuance of the Letter of Acceptance/Purchase Order shall be treated as 

the effective date of the commencement of Contract.  
 

16.0 TIME – THE ESSENCE OF CONTRACT 
 
16.01  The time and the date of completion of the “Supply”” as stipulated in the Letter Of 

Acceptance / Purchase order issued to the Supplier shall be deemed to be the essence 
of the “Contract”.  The Supply   has to be completed not later than the aforesaid 
Schedule and date of completion of supply.  
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17.0 THE LAWS AND JURISDICTION OF CONTRACT: 
 
17.01  The laws applicable to this Contract shall be the Laws in force in India. 
 
17.02  All disputes arising in connection with the present Contract shall be settled amicably by 

mutual consultation failing which shall be finally settled as per the rules of Arbitration and 
Conciliation Act, 1996 at the discretion of Purchaser.  The venue of arbitration shall be at 
Mumbai in India 

18.0 EVENTS OF DEFAULT 

18.01   Events of Default. Each of the following events or occurrences shall constitute an event 
of default ("Event of Default") under the Contract: 

(a)  Supplier fails or refuses to pay any amounts due under the Contract;  

(b) Supplier fails or refuses to deliver Commodities conforming to this RFQ/ 
specifications, or fails to deliver Commodities within the period specified in P.O. or 
any extension thereof 

(c) Supplier becomes insolvent or unable to pay its debts when due, or commits any act 
of bankruptcy, such as filing any petition in any bankruptcy, winding-up or 
reorganization proceeding, or acknowledges in writing its insolvency or inability to 
pay its debts; or the Supplier's creditors file any petition relating to bankruptcy of 
Supplier;  

(d) Supplier otherwise fails or refuses to perform or observe any term or condition of the 
Contract and such failure is not remediable or, if remediable, continues for a period 
of 30 days after receipt by the Supplier of notice of such failure from BRPL. 

19.0 CONSEQUENCES OF DEFAULT. 
(a) If an Event of Default shall occur and be continuing, BRPL may forthwith terminate 

the Contract by written notice.  
(b) In the event of an Event of Default, BRPL may, without prejudice to any other right 

granted to it by law, or the Contract, take any or all of the following actions; 

(i)  present for ` to the relevant bank the Performance Bond;  

(ii) Purchase the same or similar Commodities from any third party; and/or   

(iii) Recover any losses and/or additional expenses BRPL may incur as a result of 
Supplier's default 

20.0 LIQUIDATED DAMAGES  
 
20.01 If supply of items / equipment is delayed beyond the supply schedule as stipulated in 

LOI/PO, then the Supplier shall be liable to pay the Purchaser for delay as mentioned 
below:

20.03 The Purchaser may, without prejudice to any method of recovery, deduct the amount for 

such damages from any amount due or which may become due to the Supplier or from 
the Performance Bond or file a claim against the supplier.   
 

21.0 STATUTORY VARIATION IN TAXES AND DUTIES 
 

 The total order value shall remain FIRM within stipulated delivery period and shall not be 
adjusted on account of any price increase/variations in commodities & raw materials. 
However Statutory Taxes, duties and Levies imposed by Competent Authorities by way 
of fresh notification(s) within the stipulated delivery period shall be borne by BRPL on 
submission of necessary documents claiming such variation. The variation will be 
applicable only on such value wherever price breakup of same is submitted by 
vendor/available in PO/WO 

 
The company reserves the right to review/change the terms & conditions of the 
Purchase Order/ Work Order prospectively w.e.f. the date of implementation of GST to 
give  effect/ take care the impact of GST, if required. 

 
22.0 FORCE MAJEURE 
 
22.01  General 

An ”Event of Force Majeure" shall mean any event or circumstance not within 
the reasonable control directly or indirectly, of the Party affected, but only if and to the 
extent that: 
(i)   Such event or circumstance materially and adversely affects the ability of the 

affected Party to perform its obligations under this Contract, and the affected Party 
has taken all reasonable precautions, due care and reasonable alternative measures 
in order to prevent or avoid the effect of such event on the affected party's ability to 
perform its obligations under this Contract and to mitigate the consequences thereof. 

(ii) For the avoidance of doubt, if such event or circumstance would not have materially 
and adversely affected the performance of the affected party had such affected party 
followed good industry practice, such event or circumstance shall not constitute force 
majeure.  
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(iii) Such event is not the direct or indirect result of the failure of such Party to perform 
any of its obligations under this Contract. 

(iv) Such Party has given the other Party prompt notice describing such events, the 
effect thereof and the actions being taken in order to comply with above clause. 

 
22.02   Specific Events of Force Majeure subject to the provisions of above clause, Events of 

Force Majeure shall include only the following to the extent that they or their 
consequences satisfy the above requirements: 
(i)  The following events and circumstances: 
a) Effect of any natural element or other acts of God, including but not limited to storm, 

flood, earthquake, lightning, cyclone, landslides or other natural disasters.  
b)  Explosions or fires 
(ii) War declared by the Government of India, provided that the ports at Mumbai are 

declared as a war zone. 
(iii) Dangers of navigation, perils of the sea. 

 
22.03  Notice of Events of Force Majeure If a force majeure event prevents a party from 

performing any obligations under the Contract in part or in full that party shall: 
i)  Immediately notify the other party in writing of the force majeure events 

within 7(seven) working days of the occurrence of the force majeure event  
ii)   Be entitled to suspend performance of the obligation under the Contract which is 

affected by force majeure event for the duration of the force majeure event. 
iii) Use all reasonable efforts to resume full performance of the obligation as soon as 

practicable 
iv) Keep the other party informed of all such efforts to resume full performance of the 

obligation on a regular basis. 
v) Provide prompt notice of the resumption of full performance or obligation to the other 

party. 
 
22.04   Mitigation of Events of Force Majeure Each Party shall:  

 
(i) Make all reasonable efforts to prevent and reduce to a minimum and mitigate the 

effect of any delay occasioned by an Event of Force Majeure including recourse to 
alternate methods of satisfying its obligations under the Contract; 

(ii) Use its best efforts to ensure resumption of normal performance after the termination 
of any Event of Force Majeure and shall perform its obligations to the maximum 
extent practicable as agreed between the Parties; and 

(iii) Keep the other Party informed at regular intervals of the circumstances concerning 
the event of Force Majeure, with best estimates as to its likely continuation and what 
measures or contingency planning it is taking to mitigate and or terminate the Event 
of Force Majeure.  

 
22.05 Burden of Proof In the event that the Parties are unable in good faith to agree that 

a Force Majeure event has occurred to an affected party, the parties shall resolve their 
dispute in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement.   The burden of proof as to 
whether or not a force Majeure event has occurred shall be upon the party claiming that 
the force majeure event has occurred and that it is the affected party. 

 
22.06 Termination for Certain Events of Force Majeure. If any obligation of any Party under the 

Contract is or is reasonably expected  to  be  delayed or prevented by a Force Majeure 
event for a continuous  period  of more than 3 months, the Parties shall promptly 
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discuss  in  good  faith  how  to  proceed  with a view to reaching a solution  on mutually 
agreed basis.  If a solution on mutually agreed basis cannot be arrived  at  within  a 
period of 30 days after the expiry  of  the period  of  three  months,  the  Contract  shall  
be terminated  after  the said period of 30 days and neither Party shall be  liable  to  the  
other for any consequences arising on account of such termination. 

 
22.07 The Purchaser may terminate the contract after giving 7(seven) days notice if any of 

following occurs: 
a) Contractor fails to complete execution of works within the approved schedule of 

works, terms and conditions 
b) In case the contractor commits any Act of Insolvency, or adjudged insolvent 
c) Has abandoned the contract 
d) Has failed to commence work or has suspended the progress of works 
e) Has failed to proceed the works with due diligence and failed to make such due 

progress 
 
22.08 Limitation of Force Majeure event. The Supplier shall not be relieved of any obligation 

under the Contract solely because cost of performance is increased, whether as a 
consequence of adverse economic consequences or otherwise.  

22.09 Extension  of Contract Period due to Force Majeure event The Contract period may be 
extended by mutual agreement of Parties by way  of  an  adjustment  on  account  of  
any  period during which an obligation of either Party is suspended due to a Force 
Majeure event. 

 
22.10 Effect of Events of Force Majeure. Except  as otherwise provided herein or may further 

be agreed between the  Parties,  either  Party  shall  be  excused from performance and 
neither  Party  shall be construed to be in default in respect of any obligations  
hereunder,  for  so  long  as  failure  to  perform such obligations shall be due to and 
event of Force Majeure." 

 
23.0 TRANSFER AND SUB-LETTING 
 
23.01 The Supplier shall not sublet, transfer, assign or otherwise part with the Contract or any 

part thereof, either directly or indirectly, without prior written permission of the Purchaser. 
 
24.0 RECOVERIES  
 
24.01  When ever under this contract any money is recoverable from and payable by the 

bidder, the purchaser shall be entitled to recover such sum by appropriating in part or in 
whole by detecting any sum due to which any time thereafter may become due from the 
supplier in this or any other contract. Should the sum be not sufficient to cover the full 
amount recoverable the bidder shall pay to the purchaser on demand the remaining 
balance. 

 
25.0 WAIVER 
 
25.01  Failure to enforce any condition herein contained shall not operate as a waiver of the 

condition itself or any subsequent breach thereof. 
 
26.0 INDEMNIFICATION 
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Notwithstanding contrary to anything contained in this RFQ, Supplier shall at his costs   
and risks make good any loss or damage to the property of the Purchaser and/or the 
other Supplier engaged by the Purchaser and/or the employees of the Purchaser and/or 
employees of the other Supplier engaged by the Purchaser whatsoever arising out of the 
negligence of the Supplier while performing the obligations under this contract. 
 

27.0 DOCUMENTATION: 
 
The Bidder’s shall procure all equipment from BRPL approved sources as per attached 
specifications. The Bidder’s shall submit 5 copies of Material/Type Test Certificates, 
O&M Manuals, and Approved & As-built drawings. The Bidder’s shall ensure for the 
strict compliance to the specifications and Field Quality Procedures issued by BRPL 
Engineer in-charge. 
 

28.0 COMMISSIONING SPARES 
 
28.01 Commissioning Spares shall be deemed to be included in the quoted

1.4. CONTRACT SPECIFICATION: The terms "CONTRACT Specification" shall mean the 
Technical specification of the work as agreed by you and description of work as detailed in 
Annexure-I enclosed herewith and all such particulars mentioned directly/referred to or implied 
as such in the contract. 
1.5   SITE: The terms "Site" shall mean the working location in BRPL area. Under this tender, 
working location shall be as mentioned elsewhere.  
1.6 ENGINEER IN CHARGE:  "Engineer In-charge" means the Company's authorized 
representative for the purpose of carrying out the work.  
 
2. EXAMINATION OF SITE AND LOCAL CONDITIONS: 
 
The contractor is deemed to have visited the site of the work and ascertained therefore all site 
conditions and information pertaining to his work. The company shall not accept any claim 
whatsoever arising out of the difficult site/terrain/local conditions, if any. 
 
3. LANGUAGE AND MEASUREMENT: 
 
The CONTRACT issued to the contractor by the company and all correspondence and 
documents relating to the CONTRACT placed on the Contractor shall be written in English 
language. 
 
Metric System shall be followed for all dimension, units etc. 
 
4.  RATES: 
 
The rates finalized for this order shall be firm for the entire duration of work carried out by the 
Contractor under the order and are not subject to any variation and escalation for any reason 
whatsoever. 
 
The cost of insurance during loading/unloading of materials/ equipments during its storage and 
handling/erection at site for installation is included in the contractor's scope and value is included 
in the unit rates finalized. 
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The unit rates finalized are also inclusive of barricading and watch & ward during execution and 
no separate charges shall be paid for the same. 
 
The cost of training of BRPL Official shall be included in the prices quoted by vendor. 
 
5. TAXES AND DUTIES: 
 
Prices are inclusive of all taxes and duties and GST. However, IT as per applicable rate will be 
deducted from your bills as Tax Deduction at Source (TDS).The order involves only services and 
labour hence WCT/VAT not applicable to the order. 
 
The total order value shall remain FIRM within stipulated delivery period and shall not be 
adjusted on account of any price increase/variations in labour. However Statutory Taxes, duties 
and Levies imposed by Competent Authorities by way of fresh notification(s) within the stipulated 
delivery period shall be borne by BRPL on submission of necessary documents claiming such 
variation. The variation will be applicable only on such value wherever price breakup of same is 
submitted by vendor/available in PO/WO. 
 
6. PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE 

6.01 Bank guarantee shall be drawn in favour of “BSES Rajdhani Power Ltd” as applicable. The 
Performance Bank guarantee shall be in the format as specified by BRPL. 

6.02 Contractor shall submit the performance bank guarantee equivalent to the 10% of the 
contract value at the time of claiming the last payment as per clause no. 8.0 (Terms of 
payment and billing – SUPPLY, INSTALLATION, TESTING, COMISSIONING ), with the 
validity of the bank guarantee till Defect Liability Period  plus 3 months. 

7. COMPLETION PERIOD

8.  CLEANLINESS

The Contractor shall ensure adequate safety precautions at site as required under the law of the 
land and shall be entirely responsible for the complete safety of their workman as well as other 
workers at site and premises. The contractor shall not deploy any worker below the age of 18 
years. 
 
The contractor shall observe the safety requirements as laid down in the contract and in case of 
sub-contract (only after written approval of company); it shall be the responsibility of main 
contractor that all safety requirements are followed by the employees and staff of the sub-
contractor. 
 
The contractor employing two hundred employees or more, including contract workers, shall 
have a safety coordinator in order to ensure the implementation of safety requirements of the 
contract and a contractor with lesser number of employees, including contract workers, shall 
nominate one of his employees to act as safety coordinator who shall liaise with the safety officer 
on matters relating to safety and his name shall be displayed on the notice board at a prominent 
place at the work site. 
 
The contractor shall be responsible for non-compliance of the safety measures, implications, 
injuries, fatalities and compensation arising out of such situations or incidents. 
 
In case of any accident, the contractor shall immediately submit a statement of the same to the 
owner and the safety officer, containing the details of the accident, any injury or causalities, 
extent of properly damage and remedial action taken to prevent recurrence and in addition, the 
contractor shall submit a monthly statement of the accidents to the owner at the end of each 
month. 
 
11. STATUTORY OBLIGATIONS:

The Contactor shall take insurance policy under the Workman Compensation Act to cover such 
workers who are not covered under ESI and PF by the Contractor however engaged to 
undertake the jobs covered under this order and a copy of this insurance policy will be given to 
Company for reference and records. This insurance policy shall be kept valid at all times. In case 
there are no worker involve other than those who are covered under ESI and PF by the 
Contractor, the Contractor shall certify for the same, 
 
The contractor shall keep the company indemnified at all times, against all claims of 
compensation under the provision of Workmen Compensation Act 1923 and as amended from 
time to time or any compensation payable under any other law for the time being workman 
engaged by the contractor/sub-contractor/sub-agent in carrying out the job involved under this 
work order and against costs and expenses, if any, incurred by the company in connection 
therewith and without prejudice to make any recovery. 
 
The company shall be entitled to deduct from any money due to or to become due to the 
Contractor, moneys paid or payable by way of compensation as aforesaid or cost or expenses in 
connection with any claims thereto and the Contractor shall abide by the decision of the 
Company as to the sum payable by the Contractor under the provisions of this clause.

c) Ensure that all of their employees designated to work are properly trained and competent 

d) Ensure that all plant and equipment they bring on to site has been inspected and serviced in 
accordance with legal requirement and manufacturer’s or suppliers’ instructions 
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e) Make arrangements to ensure that all employees designated to work on or visit the site 
present themselves for site induction prior to commencement of work 

f) Provide details of any hazardous substances to be brought onsite 

g) Ensure that a responsible person accompanies any of their visitors to site 

All contractors staff is accountable for the following:

6.   Not to operate any item of plant unless they have been specifically trained and are 

authorized to do so. 
 
17. TEST CERTIFICATE & QUALITY ASSURANCE: 
 
The Contractor shall procure all equipment from genuine sources as approved by the Company 
and as per Company specifications. The Contractor shall submit all the test certificates and joint 
inspection reports related to major equipment wherever applicable. The contractor shall ensure 
for the strict compliance to the specifications and Field Quality Procedures issued by company / 
Engineer in-charge.  
 
18. SUB-CONTRACTING / SUBLETTING: 
 
CONTRACTOR shall not assign or transfer the whole or any part of this Work Order or any other 
benefits accruing there from nor shall it subcontract / sublet the whole or any part of the Works 
without the prior written consent of COMPANY. 
 
In the event the contractor assigns this work order, contractor's assignees shall be bound by the 
terms and conditions of this work order and shall , if deemed necessary by COMPANY at the 
time of such assignment, undertake in writing to be so bound by this Work Order. 
 
Notwithstanding the subletting / subcontracting of any portion of the works, contractor shall 
remain wholly responsible for the carrying out, completion and satisfactory execution of Works in 
all respects in accordance with this Work Order, specification, approved drawings and data 
sheets. 
 
19. INDEMNITY: 
 
Contractor shall indemnify and save harmless COMPANY against and from any and all liabilities, 
claims, damages, losses or expenses arising due to or resulting from: 

a) any breach non-observance or non-performance by contractor or its employees or 
agents of any of the provisions of this Work Order. 

b) any act or omission of contractor or its employees or agents. 
c) any negligence or breach of duty on the part of contractor, its employees or 

agents including any wrongful use by it or them of any property or goods 
belonging to or by COMPANY. 
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Contractor shall at all times indemnify COMPANY against all liabilities to other persons, including 
he employees or agents of COMPANY or contractor for bodily injury, damage to property or 
other loss which may arise out of or in consequence of the execution or completion of Works and 
against all costs charges and expenses that may be occasioned to COMPANY by the claims of 
such person. 
 
20.  EVENTS OF DEFAULTS: 
 
COMPANY may, without prejudice to any of its other rights or remedies under the Work Order or 
in law, terminate the whole or any part of this Work Order by giving written notice to the 
Contractor, if in the opinion of COMPANY, contractor has neglected to proceed with the works 
with due diligence or commits a breach of any of the provisions of this work order including but 
not limited to any of the following cases: 
 

a) Failing to complete execution of work within the terms specified in this work order. 
b) Failing to complete works in accordance with the approved schedule of works. 
c) Failing to meet requirements of specifications, drawings, and designs as 

approved by COMPANY. 
d) Failing to comply with any reasonable instructions or orders issued by COMPANY 

in connection with the works. 
e) Failing to comply with any of the terms or conditions of this work order. 

 
In the event COMPANY terminates this work order, in whole or in part, on the occurrence of any 
event of default, COMPANY reserves the right to engage any other subcontractor or agency to 
complete the work or any part thereof, and in addition to any other right COMPANY may have 
under this work order or in law including without limitation the right to penalize for delay under 
clause 15.0 of this work order, the contractor shall be liable to COMPANY for any additional 
costs that may be incurred by COMPANY for the execution of the Work. 
 
21  RISK & COST: 
  
If the Contractor of fails to execute the work as per specification / as per the direction of 
Engineer's In-change within the scheduled period and even after the extended period, the 
contract shall got cancel and company reserves the right to get the work executed from any 
other source at the Risk & Cost of the Contractor. The Extra Expenditure so incurred shall be 
debited to the Contractor. 
 
 
22. ARBITRATION: 
 
To the best of their ability, the parties hereto shall endeavor to resolve amicably between 
themselves all disputes arising in connection with this LOA. If the same remain unresolved within 
thirty (30) days of the matter being raised by either party, either party may refer the dispute for 
settlement by arbitration. The arbitration to be undertaken by two arbitrators, one each to be 
appointed by either party. The arbitrators appointed by both the parties shall mutually nominate a 
person to act as presiding arbitrator before entering upon the reference in the event of a 
difference between the two arbitrators and the award of the said presiding arbitrator in such a 
contingency shall be conducted in accordance with this provisions of the Indian Arbitration & 
Conciliation Act, 1996 and the venue of such arbitration shall be in the city of New Delhi only. 
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23. FORCE MAJEURE: 
23.1 General: 
 
An “Event of Force Majeure” shall mean any event or circumstance not within the reasonable 
control, of the Party affected, but only if and to the extent that: 
 
(i) Such event or circumstance, despite the exercise of reasonable diligence, could not have 
been prevented, avoided or reasonably foreseen by such Party; 
 
(ii) Such event or circumstance materially and adversely affects the ability of the affected Party to 
perform its obligations under this Contract, and the affected Party has taken all reasonable 
precautions, due care and reasonable alternative measures in order to prevent or avoid the 
effect of such event on the affected parties ability to perform its obligations under this Contract 
and to mitigate the consequences thereof.   For the avoidance of doubt, if such event or 
circumstance would not have materially and adversely affected the performance of the affected 
party had such affected party followed good industry practice, such event or circumstance shall 
not constitute force majeure. 
 
(iii) Such event is not the direct or indirect result of the failure of such Party to perform any of its 
obligations under this Contract; and 
 
(iv) Such Party has given the other Party prompt notice describing such events, the effect thereof 
and the actions being taken in order to comply with above clause 
 
23.2 Specific Events of Force Majeure: 
 
Subject to the provisions of above clause, Events of Force Majeure shall include only the 
following to the extent that they or their consequences satisfy the above requirements: 
The following events and circumstances: 
 
(i) Effect of any natural element or other acts of God, including but not limited to storm, flood, 
earthquake, lightning, cyclone, landslides or other natural disasters, and 
 
(ii) Explosions or fires 
 
(iii) Declaration of the Site as war zone. 
 
Any order, regulation, directive, requirement from any Governmental, legislative, executive or 
judicial authority. 
 
23.3 Notice of Events of Force Majeure 
If a force majeure event prevents a party  from performing any obligations under the Contract in 
part or in full, that party shall : 
 
(i) Immediately notify the other party in writing of the force majeure events within 2 working days 
of the occurrence of the force majeure event 
 
(ii) Be entitled to suspend performance of the obligation under the Contract which is affected by 
force majeure event for the duration of the force majeure event 
(iii) Use all reasonable efforts to resume full performance of the obligation as soon as practicable 
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(iv) Keep the other party informed of all such efforts to resume full performance of the obligation 
on a regular basis 
 
(v) Provide prompt notice of the resumption of full performance or obligation to the other party. 
 
23.4 Mitigation of events of force majeure: 
 
The Contractor shall: 
 
(i) Make all reasonable efforts to prevent and reduce to a minimum and mitigate the effect of 
any delay occasioned by an Event of Force Majeure, including applying other ways in which to 
perform the Contract; 
 
(ii) Use its best efforts to ensure resumption of normal performance after the termination of 
any Event of Force Majeure and shall perform its obligations to the maximum extent practicable 
as agreed between the Parties; and Keep the Company informed at regular intervals of the 
circumstances concerning the event of Force Majeure, with best estimates as to its likely 
continuation and what measures or contingency planning it is taking to mitigate and or terminate 
the Event of Force Majeure. 
 

23.5  Burden of proof: 
 
In the event that the Parties are unable in good faith to agree that a Force Majeure event has 
occurred to an affected party, the parties shall resolve their dispute in accordance with the 
provisions of this Contract.  The burden of proof as to whether or not a force majeure event has 
occurred shall be upon the party claiming that the force majeure event has occurred and that it is 
the affected party. 
 
23.6 Terminations for certain events of force majeure: 
 
If any obligation of any Party under the Contract is or is reasonably expected to be delayed or 
prevented by a Force Majeure event for a continuous period of more than 1 (one) month during 
the Term of the Contract the Contract shall be terminated at the discretion of the Company and 
neither Party shall be liable to the other for any consequences arising on account of such 
termination. 
 
24. SECRECY CLAUSE: 
 
The technical information, drawing and other related documents forming part of work order and 
the information obtained during the course of investigation under this work order shall be the 
Company's executive property and shall not be used for any other purpose except for the 
execution of the work order. The technical information drawing, records and other document 
shall not be copied, transferred, or divulged and/ or disclosed to third party in full/part, not 
misused in any form whatsoever except to the extent for the execution of this work order. 
 
These technical information, drawing and other related documents shall be returned to the 
Company with all approved copies and duplicates including drawing/plans as are prepared by 
the Contractor during the executions of this work order, if any, immediately after they have been 
used for agreed purpose. 
In the event of any breach of this provision, the contractor shall indemnify the Company against 
any loss, cost or damage or claim by any party in respect of such breach. 
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25. TERMINATION: 
 
"During the course of the execution, if at any time BSES observe and form an opinion that the 
work under the order is not being performed in accordance with the terms of this Agreement, 
BSES reserves its right to cancel this Agreement giving 15 days notice mentioning the reason for 
the termination of the agreement and BSES will recover all damages including losses occurred 
due to loss of time from Contractor. 
 
26. QUALITY: 
 
Contractor shall ensure that strict quality is maintained and execution of works under this Work 
Order and Works are executed in conformity with the Specification. 
 
All tools, tackles, instruments and other equipments used in the execution of the Works shall be 
duly calibrated as required and Contractor shall maintain proper records of such tools, tackles, 
instruments and / or equipment. 
 
27. ACCEPTANCE 
 
Acceptance of this work order implies and includes acceptance of all terms and conditions 
enumerated in this work order in the technical specification and drawings made available to you 
consisting of general conditions, detailed scope of work, detailed technical specification & 
detailed equipment, drawing. Complete scope of work and the Contractor's and Company's 
contractual obligation are strictly limited to the terms set out in the work order. No amendments 
to the concluded work order shall be binding unless agreed to in writing for such amendment by 
both the parties. 
However, during the course of the execution of the work order, if at any time the Company's 
representative observe and form an opinion that the work under the work order is not being 
performed in accordance with the terms of this work order, the company reserves its right to 
cancel this work order forthwith without assigning any reason and the Company will recover all 
damages including losses occurred due to loss of time from the Contractor. 
We request you to please sign the duplicate copy of this work order as a token of your 
acceptance and return to us. 
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SECTION VIII 

VENDOR CODE OF CONDUCT 
Purchaser is committed to conducting its business in an ethical, legal and socially responsible 
manner. To encourage compliance with all legal requirements and ethical business practices, 
Purchaser has established this Vendor Code of Conduct (the "Code") for Purchaser’s Vendors. 
For the purposes of this document, "Vendor" means any company, corporation or other entity 
that sells, or seeks to sell goods or services, to Purchaser, including the Vendor's employees, 
agents and other representatives. Fundamental to adopting the Code is the understanding that a 
business, in all of its activities, must operate in full compliance with the laws, rules and 
regulations of the countries in which it operates. This Code encourages Vendors to go beyond 
legal compliance, drawing upon internationally recognized standards, in order to advance social 
and environmental responsibility.  

I. Labour and Human Rights  
Vendors must uphold the human rights of workers, and treat them with dignity and 
respect as understood by the international community.   

 Fair Treatment - Vendors must be committed to a workplace free of 
harassment. Vendors shall not threaten workers with or subject them to harsh 
or inhumane treatment, including sexual harassment, sexual abuse, corporal 
punishment, mental coercion, physical coercion, verbal abuse or 
unreasonable restrictions on entering or exiting company provided facilities.   

 Antidiscrimination - Vendors shall not discriminate against any worker based 
on race, colour, age, gender, sexual orientation, ethnicity, disability, religion, 
political affiliation, union membership, national origin, or marital status in hiring 
and employment practices such as applications for employment, promotions, 
rewards, access to training, job assignments, wages, benefits, discipline, and 
termination. Vendors shall not require a pregnancy test or discriminate against 
pregnant workers except where required by applicable laws or regulations or 
prudent for workplace safety. In addition, Vendors shall not require workers or 
potential workers to undergo medical tests that could be used in a 
discriminatory way except where required by applicable law or regulation or 
prudent for workplace safety.   

 Freely Chosen Employment - Forced, bonded or indentured labour or 
involuntary prison labour is not to be used. All work will be voluntary, and 
workers should be free to leave upon reasonable notice. Workers shall not be 
required to hand over government-issued identification, passports or work 
permits as a condition of employment.   

 Prevention of Under Age Labour - Child labour is strictly prohibited. Vendors 
shall not employ children. The minimum age for employment or work shall be 
15 years of age, the minimum age for employment in that country, or the age 
for completing compulsory education in that country, whichever is higher. This 
Code does not prohibit participation in legitimate workplace apprenticeship

  Minimum Wages - Compensation paid to workers shall comply with all 
applicable wage laws, including those relating to minimum wages, overtime 
hours and legally mandated benefits. Any disciplinary wage deductions are to 
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conform to local law. The basis on which workers are being paid is to be 
clearly conveyed to them in a timely manner.   

 Working Hours - Studies of good manufacturing practices clearly link worker 
strain to reduced productivity, increased turnover and increased injury and 
illness.

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   Sanitation, Food, and Housing - Workers are to be provided with ready 
access to clean toilet facilities, potable water and sanitary food preparation, 
storage, and eating facilities. Worker dormitories provided by the Participant 
or a labour agent are to be maintained clean and safe, and provided with 
appropriate emergency egress, hot water for bathing and showering, and 
adequate heat and ventilation and reasonable personal space along with 
reasonable entry and exit privileges.   

 Physically Demanding Work - Worker exposure to the hazards of physically 
demanding tasks, including manual material handling and heavy or repetitive 
lifting, prolonged standing and highly repetitive or forceful assembly tasks is 
to be identified, evaluated and controlled.

  Wastewater and Solid Waste - Wastewater and solid waste generated from 
operations, industrial  processes and sanitation facilities are to be monitored, 
controlled and treated as required prior to discharge or disposal. 

  Environmental Permits and Reporting - All required environmental permits 
(e.g. discharge monitoring) and registrations are to be obtained, maintained 
and kept current and their operational and reporting requirements are to be 
followed.

 Fair Business, Advertising, and Competition - Vendors must uphold fair 
business standards in advertising, sales, and competition.   

 Business Integrity - The highest standards of integrity are to be expected in all 
business interactions. Participants shall prohibit any and all forms of 
corruption, extortion and embezzlement. Monitoring and enforcement 
procedures shall be implemented to ensure conformance.   

 Community Engagement - Vendors are encouraged to engage the community 
to help foster social and economic development and to contribute to the 
sustainability of the communities in which they operate.   

 Protection of Intellectual Property - Vendors must respect intellectual property 
rights; safeguard customer information; and transfer of technology and know-
how must be done in a manner that protects intellectual property rights.  

V. Management System

 Management Accountability and Responsibility - Clearly identified company 
representative[s] responsible for ensuring implementation and periodic review 
of the status of the management systems.   

 Legal and Customer Requirements - Identification, monitoring and 
understanding of applicable laws, regulations and customer requirements.  

 Risk Assessment and Risk Management - Process to identify the 
environmental, health and safety and labour practice risks associated with 
Vendor’s operations. Determination of the relative significance for each risk 
and implementation of appropriate procedural and physical controls to ensure 
regulatory compliance to control the identified risks.   

 Performance Objectives with Implementation Plan and Measures - Areas to

 Documentation and Records - Creation of documents and records to ensure 
regulatory compliance and conformity to company requirements along with 
appropriate confidentiality to protect privacy.  

 
The Code is modelled on and contains language from the Recognized standards such as 
International Labour Organization Standards (ILO), Universal Declaration of Human Rights 
(UDHR), United Nations Convention against Corruption, and the Ethical Trading Initiative (ETI) 
were used as references in preparing this Code and may be useful sources of additional 
information.

 Provision of two temperature sensors to be connected at the rear of the rack for 

controlling CFM as per the rack load 
 Continuous reading & display of Fan speed, reading & Display of the temperature 

measured by the sensors 
 Indication of fault & alarm situations 

 
1.8. Electrical Infrastructure Expansion:  

Electrical Infrastructure should ensure that there are two independent power paths 
to the IT load and that each power path has redundancy in itself. The solution not 
only provides the power solution but also the power distribution from UPS to racks 
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including breakers, bypass panel etc. It also provides various datacenter 
accessories like metered PDU, cable managers, shielding troughs, cable troughs, 
blanking panels etc. 

 
 Electrical systems should design to incorporate a minimum of 25% spare 

capacity for growth.  
 

 Main Datacenter LT panel should be checked for any upgradation required 
to cater extra load of New Datacenter. Any changes required in existing 
LT panel will be in scope of bidder. SLD of existing DC electrical layout is 
attached in Annexure. 

 
 Bidder should use all LSZH cables and bus bars of copper conductor where ever

 Electrical distribution systems, size to handle full load, with automatic transfer of 
load between systems.  
 

 Mission critical computer equipment with dual power supplies should be fed from 
two PDUs from UPS Units. The power distribution equipment shall be as close 
to the load as possible.  Heavy critical loads like PAC’s shall not be connected 
to the same source as the computer hall equipment. 

 
 There should be industrial sockets & plugs to be used for the server racks. 

Sufficient number of single phase and 3-P sockets should be used with spares 
 

 Design of Power distribution system should ensure that addition or removal of 
any equipment or component does not involve power interruption to facility. 
The system should design to minimize the single point of failure.  
 

 Emergency lighting: In case of power outage, emergency lighting with minimum 
number of lights should be provided. Emergency escape lighting should also 
provide to ensure that there is adequate illumination to allow people to escape 
in case of emergency.  
 

 Wiring and cabling: It should exceed the requirements outlined in National 
electrical Code (NFPA 70). All wiring and cabling below the false floor should 
be laid in an orderly and structured manner, neatly dressed and tagged for 
identification. The nature of a data center requires frequent modifications and it 
is extremely important to remove obsolete cabling. All local code should be 
followed & implemented. All the cables and cabling from main LT panel to 
server room will be in scope of bidder. 
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 Grounding and bonding: The same should comply with Article 250 of the 
National Electric Code (NEC 250 Grounding). The NEC section 250-51 states, 
the path to ground from circuits, equipment should (1) be permanent and 
continuous; (2) have capacity to conduct safely any current likely to be 
imposed upon it; (3) have low impedance to limit the voltage to ground and 
facilitate circuit protection devices in the circuit. All local code for grounding 
should be followed & implemented.  

 
 Earth Grid and Connectivity: 

There should be 2 earthings. One for UPS neutral and other for body 
Earth grid and connectivity should be designed as per the norms  
o Earthing Electrodes: 

 Earthing electrodes shall be designed as per the requirements of clause 
17.2 of IS: 3043. The number and size of earth electrodes should be 
calculated so that under fault conditions no electrode is loaded above 
its maximum permissible current density. The resistance of earth 
electrodes should not exceed one Ohm. 

 Earthing electrodes of plate type may be used. The choice of pipe or plate 
electrode should be decided according to the anticipated fault level of 
the network and local soil conditions. 

 All grounding electrodes should be tested with earth meggers and 
grounding resistances are recorded.  

 Separate earthing should be considered for UPS neutral grounding. 
 

o PRECAUTIONS 
Earthing system should be mechanically robust and the joints should be 
capable of retaining low resistance, even after passage of fault currents. 
Joints should be welded, bolted or double-riveted. All welded joints to be 
painted with cold zinc galvanizing paint. All the joints should be 
mechanically and electrically, continuous and effective. Joints should be 
protected against corrosion. 

 
 Ground: All metallic objects that enclose electrical conductors or are likely to be 

energized by circuit faults, electrostatic discharge or lightning should be 
grounded for reasons of personnel safety, fire hazard and safety of the 
equipment itself. The connection to earth should have a resistance around 1 
ohm.  
 

 Signal Reference Grid: A Signal reference grid should be designed for the 
computer room. The access floor below the server racks level may be used to 
form the Signal Reference Grid. #4 SWG copper bonded at intersections of 
stringers (typically 24 inch or 36 inch grid) shall be sufficient.

The transfer time from one source to the other should be seamless to the 
connected equipment, as the switching should occurs safely between the 
two input sources regardless of any phase differences. The units should 
have built-in network connectivity, which allows for remote management 
through Web, SNMP, or Telnet interfaces 

 
 
2. HVAC Expansion  
 

The Data Center should be equipped with 2 nos. of min 7.5 TR Precision 
Environment Controlled System for Cooling and Relative Humidity. The temperature 
inside Server Farm area shall be maintained at 20 +/- 2 degree centigrade. The 
Cooling and RH conditioning should be accomplished using Microprocessor based 
downward flow Precision Air-conditioning system. Cold air should be fed to the 
Server Racks through supply air grilles located in raised floor which shall act as 
supply plenum using perforated aluminum tiles for Air flow distribution. 

 
Bidder should check w.r.t Datacenter size and load whether 7.5TR will be sufficient 
for the Datacenter otherwise bidder should suggest and quote for higher. 7.5TR is

The solution can be analogue addressable system where each 
detector has its own address and can be identified or zoned or grouped as per 
the requirement. DC shall have detectors positioned as per the design.  
 
Note: Existing Datacenter Fire alarm system needs to be checked if it can 
be extended to the new datacenter.

3.2. Access Control Systems

The Entry to the noncritical areas should have access control through proximity 
keypad reader 

 
Note: Existing Datacenter access control system should be 
extended to the new expanded datacenter. Bidder needs to check 
and upgrade the existing if required. 
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3.3. Gas based Fire Suppression System 
Gas based fire suppression system should be proposed for initiate an immediate 
action in case of fire to avoid the impetus of a potential Fire Hazard and most 
important to maintain Business Continuity like NOVAC. 
- All accessories required to provide a complete operation system meeting 

applicable requirements should be of NFPA 2001 or ISO standards 
 

3.4. Very early smoke detection & Alarm (VESDA) System 
A Very Early Smoke Detection System should be installed throughout the Server 
areas. The system should consist of highly sensitive LASER-based Smoke 
Detectors with aspirators connected to networks of sampling pipes. The detector 
should be able to identify which pipe is carrying smoke. 

 
3.5. Water Leakage Detection System 

A Water leak Detection System should to be installed under the raised floor, on 
the perimeter of the precision A/C units and on the true ceiling of Server Hall in the 
Data Center. In the event of any water leakage, condensate of air conditioner 
blockage, this system is able to detect the location of water and provide an alarm 
in the command center. 

 
3.6. Rodent repellent system 

A Microprocessor based Ultrasonic Rodent Repellent System should be proposed 
for repelling rodents within Datacenter. 

 
 

3.7. Data Center Environmental Monitoring Tool 
The data center environment must be stable to support the IT devices that run 
critical business applications. 
The aim of the proposed Monitoring System should be to monitor and hence 
improve the availability of Operations and Help Desk resources by integrating 
security access, control tasks associated with monitoring device.  
The proposed Environmental Monitoring System should be a dedicated system 
designed to monitor Data Centre Mechanical and Electrical Equipment, and 
ambient temperature continuously 24x7, without manual intervention, monitoring, 
recording all important parameters such as Voltages, Current, Power, Energy 
units, temperature, humidity, etc
