After planting around 28000 trees till October, around
over 2000 trees were planted in Novemnber.

Over 28,000 students to benefit
from renovation of toilets in
Govt schools

Issue of sanitation and hygiene has come into focus
like never before because of Covid-19. Infact, they
have become the virtues for safe and healthy living. in
anticipation of schocls opening in the weeks and
months chead, BRPL has been renovating toilets in
government schools. In November alone, 30 toilets
were renovated in 15 schools. These will benefit
around 6000 students. Since April, 138 toilets from 67
schools have been renovated, which will benefit over
28200when they will rejoin the school

vocational training centres

Adapting to the ‘mew normal, BRPL' Vocaotional
Training Centres have also started online trainings
apart from the troditional closses. Taking
advantage of the online facility, many of the over
860 students enrolled in the career oriented
training courses on Computers, Beouty and
Tailoring are availing the virtual classes. Of these,
230 students enrolled in November itself. Apart
from the curriculum, motivational closses and
sanitation tips were aglso imparted for the
participants.
